o Create social posts or memories
Example (Your Experience):

and create visual memories.”

e Layout (Instagram)
# Great for beginners — simple, fun, and visual.



Music Creation -
GarageBand

e /JGarageBand (Apple):
o Record songs
o Use instruments (piano, drums, guitar)
o Edit audio clips
Your Example:
e “I’ve used GarageBand to cut down songs into
ringtones.”
Other uses:
e Podcast recording
e \oice memos
e Sound mixing
# Turns your device into a mini music studic.

Creativity

e ¢ Puzzle apps help:
o Improve focus
o Build problem-solving skills
o Encourage creative thinking
e Examples:
o Monument Valley
o Brain games apps
o Logic puzzles
e # Creativity isn’t just making — it’s
thinking differently.

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Accessibility
in Creative

Apps

e Creative apps support:
o «« Visual accessibility (zoom, contrast)
o “2 Cognitive accessibility (simple
interfaces, step-by-step tools)
o #* Voice input (hands-free creativity)
o Touch-friendly design
» # Everyone can create — apps help remove
barriers.



Tips for Getting
Started

e Start with one app
e Try asmall project:
o Make a collage
o Create aringtone
o Design a simple 3D object
e Don’t aim for perfection — just explore
e Use tutorials (YouTube is great!)
# Creativity grows with practice.
